Full Day Tour

Full Day Tour only.
If you can’t get to us yourself please check out our Gold, Silver and Bronze
packages further down the page, they all leave from Adelaide.

Departing from Pichi Richi Camel Farm you will ride the valley beneath Devils Peak. This trail,
not accessible to vehicles, is the epitome of the Flinders Ranges. The sandstone capped peak
glowing in the morning sun on one side, the floor of the Richman Valley below you on the other.
The trail itself follows an ancient creek bed, lined on both side by timeless River Red Gums.

Watch wild goats drinking from the natural springs, emus casually strolling past and more
kangaroos than you can count, snoozing beneath the acacia bushes. Your track will take you
around the base of Devils Peak, once in its shadows you will have time to get off and explore
whilst the billy boils and your guide prepares a light lunch.

As you begin your return journey you will have fantastic views beyond the edge of the Ranges
and out to the blue waters of the Spencer Gulf. You will arrive at Pichi Richi Camel Farm and
the completion of your adventure at approximately 2:30pm.

Departs 9:30am every Tuesday, Thursday and Sunday. For full costs see bottom of the page.

Available for Tuesday & Thursday departures only: This tour departs from Adelaide airport at
6:45am. Fly with Sharp Airlines from Adelaide to Port Augusta, arriving at approximately
7:05am. You will be met & transferred to Pichi Richi Camel Farm in Quorn for your tour
departure at 9:30, see above.

Following your camel tour you will be transferred to Port Augusta, you will have ample time to
explore this quaint outback town, including Wadlata or the Arid Lands Botanic Gardens, maybe
even a cruise on the quiet waters of Spencer Gulf with gulf Getaways, before your return flight
to Adelaide, departing at 6:20pm and arriving in Adelaide 7:10pm.



Saturday: Departs from Adelaide CBD (Hotel pick up) at 6:30am, if you are not staying in the
CBD then make your way to the Adelaide Central Bus Terminal, 111 Franklin Street Adelaide
and you will be picked up from there. This is a guided small vehicle tour taking you through
the spectacular Clare Valley and townships of the Southern Flinders Ranges. Traveling with
a guide familiar with the area you will get to see and learn about all of the local points of in-
terest. There’s even time to stop for morning tea. On to Quorn, delivering you to your ac-
commodation in time to freshen up spend the afternoon exploring this historic town. To-
night’s meal is not included in this package, however with four pubs, a restaurant, numerous
cafes and a general store all within walking distance you will not have any trouble finding
something to suit any taste.

The evening is your own to spend exploring as you please.

Sunday: Cooked breakfast provisions are included in this package. At 9:00am you will be
collected and transferred to Pichi Richi Camel Farm for the beginning of your camel adven-
ture, see above. At the end of your camel adventure you will be transferred back to your ac-
commodation. The evening is yours to continue exploring. Tonight’s meal is not included
but why not try one of the other fantastic options about town.

Monday: Breakfast provisions are again provided, relax over a leisurely breakfast today be-
fore being collected at 11:30am for your return tour, via the Spencer Gulf and Pt Germein, to
Adelaide. Arriving at approximately 6:30pm.

Bronze: available as Wednesday or Saturday departures. (Thursday or Sunday camel tour.)
Day before camel tour: Make your own way to the Adelaide Central Bus Station, 111 Franklin
Street Adelaide. Your coach will depart at 11:00am.

A four hour coach ride along the edge of the Spencer Gulf will bring you into Port Augusta at
approximately 3:00pm. You will be greeted and transferred to the township of Quorn and
your self contained cabin accommodation for the night.

Tonight’s meal is not included in this package, however with four pubs, a restaurant, numer-
ous cafes and a general store all within walking distance you will not have any trouble find-
ing something to suit any taste.

Day of camel tour: Breakfast provisions are supplied. You will be collected from your cabin
at 9:00am and transferred to Pichi Richi Camel Farm ready to begin your camel adventure,
see above. Returning at approximately 3:30pm you will be immediately transferred in to Pt
Augusta for your return journey to Adelaide, departing at 5:30pm (Thursday) or 5:05pm
(Sundays). Arriving in Adelaide at 9:40pm and 9:10pm respectively.
